THE SPIRIT AND UNIQUENESS OF MAN IN MAX SCHELER'S «THE POSITION OF MAN IN THE
COSMOS»

Abstract: Self-knowledge is a distinctive human ability that shapes one’s life position, worldview, goals, and
values. The science that represents a comprehensive understanding of existing interdisciplinary knowledge is
called "Philosophical Anthropology." Its tasks involve understanding the uniqueness of human existence. The
German philosopher Max Scheler, in his work "The Human Place in the Cosmos," attempted to explain the
unique position of humans. In studying the multifaceted nature of human existence, Scheler identified
significant differences between humans and animals. According to Scheler, the essential distinction lies in the
"spirit" of a human—the ability for abstract thinking, detached from immediate reality. This influences all
aspects of human existence, altering its essence and endowing humans with unique abilities, such as self-
awareness, contemplation, the capacity to "grasp" the essence of things, and the ability to "free" themselves
from the dictates of reactive-sensory and instinctive behavior, which are extraordinary by animal standards.
